Dimensions of Learning - DoL@SSC

Welcome back to everyone in our College Community.
Commencing the school year on Monday of last week was a great
decision! It gave us a day to get all that we needed in order and
then to recommence on Wednesday ready to tackle the core
business of teaching and learning.

Over the past two years the staff of Saint Stephen’s have been
undergoing their own teaching and learning process about
Dimensions of Learning. This is a framework under which we
place all that we do in the education of our students. Dimensions
of learning is a powerful framework for understanding the process
of learning that can be used to plan curriculum and teaching and
learning activities. It also gives us a common language from Prep to
Year 12 that allows teachers to share and collaborate on teaching
and learning styles.

Put simply, the frame work proposes that there are five central
aspects to learning represented by the five Dimensions;

Positive Attitudes and Perceptions
Acquiring and Integrating Knowledge
Extending and Refining Knowledge
Using Knowledge Meaningfully
Productive Habits of Mind.
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The Dimensions work together

While these Dimensions represent separate parts of the total
learning process, they work together in successful learning in the
manner depicted in the diagram.

All learning takes place against the backdrop of the students’
attitudes and perceptions (Dim.1) and their use of productive
habits of mind (Dim.5). Dimensions 1 and 5, then, are always
factors in the learning process. They are the book ends of the
learning process. That is why they are the background of the
graphic.

When positive attitudes and perceptions are in place and
productive habits of mind are being used, learners can more
effectively do the thinking required in the other three dimensions,
that is acquiring and integrating knowledge (Dim.2), extending
and refining knowledge (Dim.3) and using knowledge
meaningfully (Dim.4).

Why DOL@SSC

Dimensions of Learning is a programme designed to improve
students’ thinking skills. When on the road of life, we need to be
thoughtful about what we are doing, what we are learning. Yet if
good thinking is to help us out in life, it has to go on the road with
us, not be left behind as often the case. Our aim is to develop
critical, analytical and reflective thinkers who are prepared for the
journey life will take them on.

Over the next weeks | will be adding a segment of Dimension of
Learning to the Acta Ludi to have our readers on a journey of
discovery. If you are wanting to look up information relating to
Dol, please google Dimensions of Learning on the internet.

Becoming an eSmart School
sees us taking a serious approach to the effective and appropriate
use of technologies for the betterment of our College community.

What Parents Can Do About Cyberbullying

Parents can help stop cyberbullying. You can start by talking to
kids about the issue and teaching them the rules below that will
help prevent cyberbullying from happening to them or someone
they know.

What Kids Need to Know:

¢ Never give out personal information online, whether in instant
message profiles, chat rooms, blogs, or personal websites.

e Never tell anyone but your parents your password, even
friends.

¢ If someone sends a mean or threatening message, don’t
respond. Save it or print it out and show it to an adult.

e Never open emails from someone you don’t know or from
someone you know is a bully.

¢ Don’t put anything online that you wouldn’t want your
classmates to see, even in email.

e Don't send messages when you're angry. Before clicking
"send," ask yourself how you would feel if you received the
message.

¢ Help kids who are bullied online by not joining in and showing
bullying messages to an adult.

¢ Always be as polite online as you are in person.

Since most cyberbullying takes place at home, it’s important that
parents know about cyberbullying and that they get involved in
preventing it. Just like parents help their kids avoid inappropriate
websites, they can protect them from cyberbullying.

What Parents Can Do
e Keep your home computer in a busy area of your house.

e Set up email and chat accounts with your children. Make sure
that you know their screen names and passwords and that they
don’t include any personal information in their online profiles.

e Regularly go over their instant messenger "buddy list" with
them. Ask who each person is and how your children know
him or her.

e Print this list of commonly used acronyms in instant messenger
and chat rooms from the National Center for Missing and
Exploited Children and post it by your computer -
http://www.missingkids.com/adcouncil/pdf/lingo/onlinelingo.pdf

e Discuss cyberbullying with your children and ask if they have
ever experienced it or seen it happen to someone.

e Tell your children that you won't blame them if they are
cyberbullied. Emphasize that you won't take away their
computer privileges - this is the main reason kids don't tell
adults when they are cyberbullied.
