Pennants Awards System

Purpose of Pennants

Pennants are designed to acknowledge students who participate in the College’s Extra and Co-curricular
programme. Participation is the criteria for the award, not outstanding achievement.

Pennant Points Criteria
Students may be awarded Pennant Points when the following six criteria are met:

a) Hours of the activity are accumulated in the student’s own time (out of class time).

b) The activity involves a performance or competition phase, where students are recognised as being
associated with the College.

c) Students appropriately represent the College.

d) Students participate with integrity, cooperate with others and contribute positively.

e) Students achieve the minimum attendance requirements (80% and ask to be excused if they cannot
attend for a legitimate reason and bring a note to confirm any illnesses that caused them to miss one
of their commitments).

f) Students attend applicable College functions (annual camp and Inter-House competitions) unless
excused after receipt of a medical certificate issued by a medical practitioner.

Pennant Points

Students meeting the above six criteria will earn:
- one (1) Pennant Point in activities requiring a commitment between 10 and 20 nominal hours or
- two (2) Pennant Points in activities requiring a commitment exceeding 20 nominal hours.

Once students have accumulated sufficient Pennant Points they may apply to be awarded a Pennant at the
relevant level. Points earned must be used within 24 consecutive months. Students may bank active points to
enable them to apply for their chosen Pennant level. Pennant points can only be used once.

Potential Pennant Points available for each activity will be identified at the commencement of the activity.
Nominal hours will be determined in consultation with the Director of Sport and Assistant to the Headmaster
Administration and Compliance. Nominal Hours are the expected commitment to training/rehearsal and
performance/competition. Travel time is not included. Similar activities, with approval, may be combined to
achieve the 10 hour minimum.

Points must be accumulated from at least two of the following areas: Sport, Music, Other Performance,
Community Service, or ‘Other’ activities. Points are awarded at the completion of an activity (Students can
begin accumulating points for pennants at Year 6). Pennant recipients are entitled to wear a small pennant
on the blazer shirt pocket. There is no limit to the number of pennants that can be awarded to an individual
student during their time at the College. A student may wear pennants and colours.

Students will be issued certificates at the end of activities when all five Pennant Point criteria are achieved.
The certificates of Pennant Points awarded in the past 24 months are submitted when applying for a Pennant

Award.

Pennant Award Categories

Bronze: 12 points over 24 consecutive months
Silver: 14 points over 24 consecutive months
Gold. 16 points over 24 consecutive months

Students are awarded a Pennants badge, reflecting the level of award achieved, which may be worn with
their day uniform.



Colours Awards

Purpose of Colours

Colours are designed to acknowledge students who achieve at a particular standard within their area of
interest, through school endorsed activities in criteria areas of College life. Colours Awards do not recognise
achievement in activities that are conducted outside of the College.

Criteria for Colour Awards

Colours are awarded based on a certain criteria which is specific for that particular discipline. The higher the
level of achievement, the higher the colour award.

Please contact the person in charge of each relevant area to gain full criteria for each level of Colour Award.

Classical ballet, jazz, tap, and hip hop classes are on offer at the College, with tuition by Ms Leigh Elliot,
Principal of Dare 2 Dance, and her staff of dynamic teachers. Dare 2 Dance is committed to providing a
stable and secure foundation for each student’s dance training — whether purely recreational or as the
beginning of a career in dance. Lessons are held at the College in the Dance Studio, before & after school
(and during school hours for preparatory students only). Open auditions are held in February of each year for
the Performance Troupes.

Uniforms
As dance is a disciplined art form, it is imperative that students wear correct dance attire to every lesson.

Please note that for all dance lessons:

Hair is to be taken back off the face neatly in a bun for all Ballet classes, a ponytail or headband for shorter
hair for Jazz and Tap classes.

No loose fitting clothing may be worn in any dance class as it makes it impossible to correct the students’
bodylines.

Cecchetti Ballet Exams are on offer at the College, as well as Imperial Modern / Jazz Exams to interested
students. Students are entered into exams at the teacher’s discretion; the teachers have the right to withdraw
students from the exams, and will inform parents if this is the case. Please note that parents / students are
liable for the payment of exam entry fees and exam expenses, prior to the closing date.

‘Showtime’ Dance Concert
Held in Term Four, this concert is a presentation from the Dance Department and features classical, jazz,
modern, hip hop and tap students from Preparatory to Year 12. Two performances occur each year and the
concert is available on dvd.
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Musicals

The College offers three musicals biannually — Consolidations (Years 4 to 6) and Senior (Years 7 to 1 2),
allowing students to participate in a variety of ways — stage performances, orchestra, backstage crew, make-
up, technical crew and front of house.

Those who wish to perform on stage in main roles must present themselves for audition. All students
regardless of experience have the opportunity to gain a place in the chorus, and those who wish to audition
for solo parts will be given the relevant information and details at the conclusion of the previous year.

Rehearsals for all musicals will take place at lunchtimes, after school one day a week, and Sunday rehearsals
closer to the performance. A levy (announced each year) per student is incurred (which includes a production
T-shirt) and is required for all on-stage performers. Orchestra, crew and production team are levied for a t-
shirt to be worn during performance.

Speech and Drama / Effective Communication *

*External Provider

Speech and Drama tuition is very important as it gives students greater confidence in communication.
Students will be given the opportunity to boost their self-esteem, develop their imagination, improve their
vocabulary and general knowledge, and gain greater artistic awareness.

Speech and Drama incorporates mime, movement, poetry, characterisation, improvisation, speech, drama,
theory and plays. Effective Communication encourages students to develop their communicative skills, gain
confidence and clarity of expression, which will stand them in good stead in a wide range of educational
contexts and professional circumstances. The programme assists students to achieve the speaking and
listening targets set by most national curricular bodies and to conduct themselves effectively in interviews.

Examinations

Speech and Drama and Effective Communication examinations are taken through Trinity Guildhall, London
or Australian Speech Communication Association (A.S.C.A). Students who wish to prepare for exams may do
so, but it is not compulsory. Students will also be encouraged to enter various Performing Arts Festivals
throughout the year; however entry is not compulsory. The speech and drama tutor will also advise and
encourage students where necessary, and will provide relevant information to students and parents.

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Theatralis

Theatralis, the school play, is a biannually institution that brings theatre to Saint Stephen’s College audiences.
It aims to be original, creative and allow students with a passion for acting and performance to show their
skills over a few performance nights.

Students in Years 9 to 12 are invited to audition for a role in Theatralis. It is planned for this group to perform
a dramatic production during Semester Two each year. Theatralis aims to provide another avenue for
students interested in acting. Students attend rehearsals one afternoon each week from 3.30pm till 6.30pm
and workshop the selected script. Ensemble size will vary from play to play as will the cast. It is hoped that
any student unsuccessful in achieving a part on stage will remain involved with backstage work or in a
production role such as stage manager, lighting/sound or makeup/costume and set construction. Each stage
performer is levied to cover basic costs.

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ARTS — MUSIC TUITION

Instrumental and Vocal Tuition *

*External Provider
General Information
A wide variety of music tuition is available to all students. From its commencement, the Music Programme
has played a vital role in the life of the College. Learning to speak the language of music is a very important
part of a broad education, and a large proportion of students take the opportunity of tuition in voice or on
their chosen instrument. Music is a very ‘social sport’ and students are always encouraged to actively
participate in the many ensembles offered by the Performing Arts Department. This not only improves their
skills, but also provides a sense of satisfaction and achievement.

Lesson Times

Tuition takes place during the school day. Before or after school hours are reserved for Years 11 and 12
students, and additional places during these times are negotiated with the Director of Performing Arts, the
tutor and the parents. Preference will be given to Years 8 to 10 students and Preparatory to Year 7 students
are given a fixed time each week as approved by the class teacher. Senior students may work on a rotating
timetable, which is issued at the commencement of each term.

Individual lessons are strongly recommended to gain the most benefit and value from music tuition, however
some areas offer group tuition. For enrolment in Instrumental and Vocal Tuition please complete an
enrolment form which can be downloaded from the College website or collected from the Performing Arts
office — located at Main Administration.

Woodwind, string and brass instruments are available for hire through the College at an additional cost per
term. Accounts are generated by the tutors at the beginning of each term and fees are expected to be
paid in advance, directly to the tutor.

Practice

For students to gain the most benefit from music tuition it is expected that they practise for 20-30 minutes
each day. Spasmodic practice is of little or no use, as it is regular playing and rehearsing which produces
results. The ‘fun’ comes after the hard work, not the other way around!

Examinations

Most music examinations will be through the Australian Music Examination Board (AMEB). They take place
twice annually in May and October, in both practical and theoretical skills. Music exams are not compulsory.
Students who prepare and practise will be encouraged to sit formal exams if they wish to gain AMEB gradings.

Participation in Musical Groups
All students who learn an instrument or study voice, either in or out of the College are encouraged to
participate in the groups below:

Chorale

A non-audition choir of mixed voices open to all interested students. Rehearsals are held on Thursday
afternoons from 3.30 pm until 5 pm in SS11. This group performs mostly Art and Sacred music, and some
arrangements of modern works.

Show Choir

This year, the Performing Arts Department has introduced a new choir. It is a contemporary choir that
anyone in Years 11 & 12 can join. The choir sings and moves to music in the styles of Gospel, Motown, Pop,
Jazz and R ‘n’ B. Rehearsals are Tuesday 12:35pm — 1:15pm and Thursday morning 7:30am — 8:20am in the
Music Centre. New members are always welcome.
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cYear 5¢é Band
The Year 5 Band is for students participating in the Year 5 Instrumental Programme. They rehearse 45
minutes a week in addition to their group specialist lesson.

¢cJunior Concerteée Band

For all beginners and Years 3 to 7 players in woodwind, brass and percussion who can play an octave or
more on their instrument Junior Concert Band consists of students in Years 3 to 7, and rehearses once a
week.

¢Senior Concerteée Band

For woodwind, brass and percussion players who can read music fluently. Students are invited to audition for
a place in the Concert Band. Rehearsals take place once a week, and the band performs at school functions,
Eisteddfods and in the community and is for students in Years 8 to 12.

¢cStageée Band

Stage Band is for brass, saxophone, percussion, bass guitar, electric guitar and keyboard players. This
ensemble rehearses once a week, and performs at functions throughout the year. An invitation to play from
the conductor or an audition is necessary to participate in the College Stage Band, and applies to students in
Years 8 to 12 only.

Vivace Strings

Vivace Strings is the premier Senior Strings Ensemble consisting of Violin, Viola, Cello and Double Bass.
Students in Years 8 to 12 are eligible to join by audition. Rehearsals are held every Friday 7:30am until
8:20am in the Music Centre. The level of playing required is consistent with AMEB Grade 3 and above.
Vivace Strings is taught by our Director of Performing Arts Mr Sam Konise.

Student Absences from Lessons — for Music, Speech and Drama, Taekwondo and Dance tuition

For a student to be granted a ‘make-up’ lesson, in the event of absence from school, the relevant tutor must
be notified by 8am on the day of the lesson. It is expected that tutors will be contacted by parents directly on
their mobile phone. Tutors’” mobile phone numbers are made available to all students by their tutor or
through the Performing Arts office. It is then the student’s responsibility to make contact with the tutor upon
their return to school, to arrange another lesson time. The student must take their diary to have the new time
recorded. In the event that the tutor has not been notified of a student’s absence, the lesson will be forfeited.

Families who opt to take holidays during term time are still expected to pay for tuition if enrolled, as this will
reserve your child’s place in the programme.

Cessation of Tuition
Students who enrol in Extra-Curricular tuition do so for the whole term and may only opt to cease tuition at
the end of that term.

To cease a student’s tuition, a cancellation form must be completed. Cancellation forms can be obtained
from the Performing Arts Office or from our website. Once signed by the parent and delivered to the
Performing Arts Office, these forms will be filed and processed only at the end of each term. Any student who
starts lessons at the beginning of the term will be expected to complete the lessons for the term. Refunds will
not be given to students who fail to attend lessons. It is assumed that students will continue tuition from term
to term and into the following year: students are automatically rolled over into the following term / year, if a
cancellation form is not received.

Payment of Fees

Fees are to be paid in advance and all accounts will be sent by the relevant tutor prior to the commencement
of each term. Special arrangements for payment can be made directly with the tutor if you are experiencing
difficulty and wish to time-pay. Tutors reserve the right to refuse tuition to any student if fees are in arrears.

Instrument Hire

An Instrument Hire Agreement form must be signed and returned to the College’s Performing Arts
Department prior to an instrument being issued. This fee will be added to your tuition account and covers
very basic repairs. Parents are advised to check their home insurance policies to ensure adequate cover for
the instrument they are hiring. If a claim is made by the College, parents will be required to cover the cost of
the excess.

Cessation of Instrument Hire
Hire fees are incurred for the whole term. Returns must be made to the Performing Arts Office prior to the
end of term to avoid further payment.

Supported by the Gold Coast branch of the Modern Languages Teachers Association of Queensland and
Griffith University, the annual speech competition held at the university’s Gold Coast campus has been
ongoing for close to twenty years.

Saint Stephen’s College students from Year 7 through to 12 are given the opportunity to study a language as a
part of their subject selection, in Spanish, Japanese or Indonesian. The annual Speech Competition forms a
prestigious platform upon which students are able to apply their linguistics skills in a more formal setting.
