*2 adults to accompany 15-30 students

*Accompanying adult/s must have a good level of English proficiency, and be contactable 24 hours by school
contact person

*Accompanying adult/s must have a copy of parent contact addresses for students available at all times
*Accompanying adult/s must be responsible for student behaviour and welfare on all programme excursions

Students

* Maximum 30 students per programme boys and girls, ages 13-17 years old

* Should have “survival English” as minimum level of English

* Students will not be able to change accommodation arrangements unless there are exceptional
circumstances and only if arranged by the host school

Visas, Travel and Health Insurance for overseas visitors

*Confirmation must be given that each student has a legitimate entry permit and adequate insurance cover
for travel, health and medical emergencies, loss of personal effects, etc
