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FROM THE HEADMASTER 
 
Dear Parents, Staff, Students and Friends 
 

Please find below a copy of a letter from Independent Schools Queensland outlining 
the results from the recent survey about attitudes regarding independent schools.  
Support for independent schools is always a hot topic that gets hotter just before an 
election.  We always need to be on guard against attempts by people of various 
persuasions to erode support for independent schools such as ours.  Keep in mind we 
all pay taxes that go towards supporting services, these services benefit society as a 
whole, including defence and healthcare.  Your tax dollars are redistributed to pay for 
the education of young Australians so please don‟t feel you ever need to apologise 
because your child goes to an independent school.  If anything, we should be 
collectively arguing the case for more funding for schools such as ours. 
 

Letter regarding Community Attitudes towards independent schools (received from 
Independent Schools Queensland 24 March 2010: 
 

Recent research undertaken by Independent Schools Queensland and the Associations 
of Independent Schools of New South Wales and South Australia provided interesting 
and affirming data and information regarding perceptions of independent schools in 
Australia.  The full details of the survey can be accessed at www.aisq.qld.edu.au 
 

Essentially the main findings were as follows: 
 

 70% of Australians indicated that, in general, they supported independent schools 
(compared with 54% in a similar survey in 2001) 
 75% of Queenslanders had a positive opinion of independent schools 
 40% of parents with children currently attending government schools indicated that 
they would prefer to send them to an independent school if fees were not an issue 
 Misconceptions still remain about school funding in Australia with more than half of 
those surveyed believing that independent schools receive the same or more funding 
per student than government schools 
 58% of those surveyed incorrectly believe that independent schools students receive 
the same or more government funding than students in a government school 
(compared to 63% in 2001) 
 60% of Queenslanders believe that students in independent schools should receive 
the same funding as students in government schools 
 69% of those surveyed rejected the notion that independent schools should not 
receive financial support from governments (compared with 51% in 2001) 
 88% of those surveyed agreed that the Australian education system should be a mix of 
government schools and schools operated by the not for profit sector 
 94% of those surveyed agreed that parents have a right to choose where their children 
go to school and to have them educated according to their beliefs and values 
 64% of those surveyed rejected the statement that most parents of children in 
independent schools are wealthy

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Overall, the survey found that independent schooling has a 
very positive image within the Australian community and 
that the diversity and choice that independent schools 
represent is an important and desirable feature of the 
broader Australian community. 
 

As parents who have chosen to send your children to an 
independent school I believe that you should be very 
encouraged and affirmed by the information above.   
Hopefully, it will also provide you with data and 
information should you feel the need to advocate your 
choice of school for your children in your place of work or 
other settings when these issues are being canvassed.  One 
of the consistent findings of the research was that people 
increased their support for independent schooling once 
explanations were provided. 
 

Cyber-Safety Briefings 
Mr Brett Lee, one of Australia‟s leading experts on this issue 
addressed students, staff and parents on Tuesday.  I know 
Mr Bell will provide more details about this matter in his 
Acta Ludi article and I ask you pay particular attention.  
There can be no doubt that our children are exposing 
themselves to considerable hazards on the internet.  The 
College is developing a policy about student to student 
interaction and I expect to be able to publicise our new 
policy later this year.  In the meantime, I restate my 
preparedness to get involved in any issue where a student is 
seen to be bullying another student in cyber-space.  
Students and parents need to be aware of my stance on this 
issue now, because I will not accept that although the 
interactions may take place out of school hours that it is not 
my business.  The College cannot, and does not wish to be 
involved with every aspect of a student‟s life, but as 
Headmaster I will take necessary steps to generally 
safeguard the welfare of students.

FROM THE DEPUTY HEADMASTER 
 

Tuesday this week was a very significant day for our College, in 
my opinion. Former undercover police detective working in 
the child exploitation unit, Mr Brett Lee spoke at length in 
various age appropriate sessions throughout the day to students 
from Years 4 to 12, including all teaching staff after school and 
later to more than 130 parents. It was significant because it was 
the first time members of our College community were able to 
hear and see first-hand from an expert in the field the very real 
dangers that our children face on a regular basis.  
 

Our students were awakened in a sense and educated on 
issues relating to privacy, predators, identity theft, bullying, 
responsibility, the law and many other issues. I have no doubt 
that students have learned some significant pieces of 
information but more importantly, gained greater insight into 
their responsibilities with using technology and the internet. 
My hope is that this results in real benefits for our children. 
Likewise, it was valuable from a staff and parent perspective 
and I know that many teacher-student and child-parent 
discussions will occur in the coming months. 
 

For parents and educators wanting the „silver bullet‟, there is 
none. That does not mean we give up or don‟t try. Gradual 
chipping away is valuable and applying some expectations 
does make a difference. It is not possible to summarise a 90 
minute intensive session into a few short words, however, I 
have added what I believe are some useful starting points. I 
would like to thank each parent who was able to take the time 
to be part of the information evening. I have appreciated a

small amount of feedback from students, staff and parents and 
welcome more feedback on abell@ssc.qld.edu.au if you 
would like to contribute your thoughts. 
 

Some useful tips: 
 

 Only allow internet connection at the computer in a 
common or public viewing place in the home, such as the 
family/dining area. Internet should never be used in the 
bedroom. 

 Have very clear expectations about mobile device use and if 
these are breached, the mobile device is handed in for a 
period of time to be negotiated. 

 Be aware that new mobile phones have the same 
applications as a computer (eg: Facebook, MSN) and 
therefore are the equivalent to a computer in this respect. 

 Have a rule that mobile devices (such as phones, computer, 
etc) are kept in the kitchen or designated place after 
bedtime. Mobile phones should not be left in the bedroom 
where children and teens can access them during the night, 
occasionally even disturbing their sleep. 

 Parents should have access to passwords on chat rooms and 
children and teens should be willing to share conversations 
from their peers. If they won‟t, it is probably due to 
inappropriate language and/or material, otherwise there 
would not be an issue. 

 Research for school work should be done in a public area at 
home, then if the child or teen wants a quiet space to work, 
they can move back to their room once the research is 
complete. You would be shocked at the amount of „research‟ 
time undertaken compared to „social‟ activities online. 

 When studying, latest research suggests that multi-tasking has 
an adverse result in effective learning. The iPod, mobile 
phone etc should all be switched off and put away when 
school work is being undertaken. 

 Always make sure that „privacy‟ settings are activated on 
Facebook and other social networking sites. This is crucial. 
Further, delete all reference to the school, home, sporting 
clubs, part time job etc to avoid predators finding out your 
identity. Also, delete photos in any uniform such as school, 
club sport, work etc. Never give out a password and please 
don‟t use your pet‟s name! 

 Report cyber-bullying to the school. Saint Stephen‟s College 
supports students who are being victimised and we will act. 
Keep all records, print them off and report it to the school (if 
victimised by another member of the College). 

 Learn teenage jargon. For example, you look down and see 
„POS‟ written during an online conversation, it probably is a 
code for „parent over shoulder‟ which of course means, 
watch what you say for a few minutes! For a comprehensive 
list go to www.iness.com.au/resources and look for „Internet 
Acronyms Dictionary‟. Be aware many represent 
inappropriate language. 
 

The above are just a few of the tips that were discussed on 
Tuesday at each of the cyber-safety sessions.  More information 
can be found on Brett Lee‟s website at www.iness.com.au 
(click on resources for many links to sites with practical tips and 
information for parents and students).

As part of the College‟s cyclic review of policies, I have taken 
the time to review and refresh the College‟s Bookwork policy. 
This review has focused on policy Prep to Year 12, regarding 
the standard and expectation of the students as well as the 
teachers‟ responsibility for ongoing quality assurance. 
 

Students have been spoken to in relation to each department‟s 
expectations. This will be again revisited at times throughout 
the term.  Neat bookwork reflects students‟ willingness to strive 
for accuracy. Neat work books are also essential so that 
students can use them for effective revision and reviewing of 
work. 
 

The basic requirement for students is that they write legibly, 
use dates, and only write in blue and black biro unless 
otherwise stated. Students will also understand that if their 
work is not of a grade level standard that they will be expected 
to resubmit their work. 
 

This is also important for any work that is produced at home. I 
encourage you all to expect the same standard in any of the 
work you see your children work on. If we both give the same 
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message we are helping the students to understand that „near 
enough is not good enough’. 
 

I would like to take the time to again remind families of 
students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 that the upcoming National 
Testing – NAPLAN is compulsory for all students and that they 
are required to be at school on 11, 12, and 13 May. If you 
have any questions relating to these tests please do not hesitate 
to call or email me.

In recent times we have continued to have a bombardment of 
examples of the negatives that the Internet and its attached 
technologies can have on our children and their wellbeing. 
Like anything in our world there are dangers that we must be 
aware of to ensure that we take measures to protect ourselves 
from possible harm. Whether it is in the playground, on the 
roads or in the garden shed it is about taking the relevant safety 
precautions to get the most out of the tools and toys that we 
use.  
 

The Internet, computers and mobiles phone are no different 
and it is up to us as parents and carers to take an active 
leadership role in educating our children on how to be safe 
online.

As Brett mentioned in his 
presentation it is not about going home and throwing the 
technology out of the window but being aware and taking an 
active role in setting boundaries and guidelines for our 
children. As he normally gets 30 or 40 parents to an evening at 
a school our size, Brett was truly impressed by the turn out of 
parents and this is something we can be proud of.
