This week I came across a software application called 
EducateMe, which is one of numerous software applications 
available for parents to download to restrict or monitor 
internet use. This particular program costs approximately 
$39 and acts as a countdown timer as well as restricts 
access to certain recreational sites.  For more information go 
to http://www.123educateme.com.au/ .  In terms of other 
devices, a small number of companies are developing 
hardware to restrict online access to certain sites and 
monitors the activity online.  If the device is unplugged (to 
bypass it), it simply stops the computer accessing the 
internet. While this technology is still developing, parents 
should be aware it exists, both in software and hardware 
elements and they are worth having a look at to see if they 
are suitable for your household.  For those who missed the 
presentation, more information is also available on Brett 
Lee‟s website www.iness.com.au. 
 

On other matters, I would like to acknowledge the support 
of the Anzac Day march at Upper Coomera on Sunday 
from students, staff and parents.

Brian Fischer got everyone 
working with MAB‟s as they learnt how their children would 
be taught addition and subtraction.  Nick Boyle spoke 
about the different ways we teach mental maths, Liz 
Chapman got everyone discussing the various ways to solve 
problems and I worked on the steps we go through to teach 
multiplication.
