Antipodeans Abroad is an Australian owned and based educational travel company. Over the past 15 years we have sent 
over 350 teams of school students, from 83 different schools on three to four week expeditions to developing countries.  

In addition to these school teams, Antipodeans Abroad arranges combined teams made up of individual students from 
schools across Australia. Known as 'The Venturers' these students have the choice of travelling to Borneo, Vietnam or Nepal 
from 28 December to mid January each year.

All team members participate fully in the decision-making process, from planning their itinerary to managing their 
team budget. Each member will have assigned roles, which rotate throughout the expedition. This is all co-ordinated under 
the watchful supervision of a professional Antipodeans Abroad Leader and travelling teachers.  

An expedition of 12 to 28 days will include a community project phase, a trekking phase as well as back packer style travel, 
sight-seeing and R&R. It is a fun and safe experience that will challenge students, encourage self-discovery, build resilience 
and broaden their horizons.  

The community projects are carefully selected and provide a cultural immersion experience unavailable to normal tourists. 
Students have the opportunity to get involved in a grass-roots project at village level - building, renovating and teaching while 
interacting with the local people. The students will gain insights and understanding of another culture and way of life, while 
making a contribution to the local community.  

Antipodeans Abroad expeditions are suited to students in Years 9 to 12. Past participants have been students who enjoy 
travel, are self-starters, interested in social justice, community service, different cultures and adventure. The Duke of 
Edinburgh syllabus is well catered for.  

Antipodeans Abroad provides full preparation and advice, pre-departure training, and support throughout the trip. We can 
also provide ideas and support for those students who wish to fundraise to help cover their expedition costs. An information 
sheet can be picked up from the Student Welfare Reception (downstairs) which provides more detail about the Borneo, 
Vietnam and Nepal Expeditions.
