The Queensland Core Skills Test (QCST) 
Applications for Special Provisions 
Students who believe that they may be eligible to apply for 
Special Provisions for the QCST, due to special needs, are to 
make application directly with the Queensland Studies 
Authority. The appropriate form can be found on the QSA 
website at http://www.qsa.qld.edu.au/downloads/10-
12/qcs_sp_application.pdf or can be provided to the applicant 
by The Director of Studies. Special Provision can be provided 
for a number of categories (ADHD, ASD, colour blindness, 
epilepsy, diabetes, physical impairment etc) and can be 
applied in a number of ways (extra time, breaks, sitting in a 
different room, use of a computer etc). I suggest that prior to 
an application being made, that the family check with the 
Director of Studies, Mr Lynch, or The Head of Learning 
Services, Mrs Saint. Applications for Special provision must be 
lodged by 21 May. 
 

Community Representatives 
To correctly administer the Queensland Core Skills test, the 
College must provide Community Representatives to oversee 
the QCST task on Tuesday 31 August and Wednesday 1 
September, both here at Saint Stephenès College and at nearby 
schools as determined by the QSA. The College must provide 
3 nominees, and is required to do so by 14 May. This is a paid 
position (funded by the QSA). If you wish to nominate yourself.

PASTORAL CARE 
 

Building the ability to Bounce Back  
Being resilient or having the ability to bounce back from 
disappointments or setbacks is something that many of us have 
to work hard to achieve. To others it is something innate in 
them which sees them able to get back up and keep going, 
seemingly unfazed by the negative incidents experienced. 
Thankfully for those of us who tend to be less naturally resilient 
it is a skill and a mindset that can be strengthened and learned.  
 
Studies have shown that the ability to be resilient is a strong 
factor in helping to combat such problems as depression and 
strengthen the social and emotional wellbeing of individuals. 
As parents and carers it is our role to help to strengthen the 
resilient behaviours of our children so they are able to face 
adversity and grow from it, not allow it to defeat them. Our 
natural instinct tends to be to come to the rescue of our 
children and this can at times be necessary. However, it is 
more important to build resilience so they can rescue 
themselves.  
 
I have taken a few tips from Michael Groseès website, 
çParenting Ideasè that you may find helpful: 

 Having a positive attitude yourself.  Your attitude as a 
parent impacts on their ability to bounce back from some of 
the difficulties they face. Make sure you model a çyou can do 
itè attitude for your child when they meets some of lifeès 
curve balls.  

 Look for teachable moments. Many kidsè learning 
opportunities are disguised as problems. Make the most of 
these opportunities so that kids can grow and learn from 
some of the challenges they face.  

 Make kids active participants in the family . Active 
participation in a family develops the self-help, problem-
solving and independence skills of kids that are necessary for 
resilience.  

 Build kids coping skills . There are plenty of strategies you 
can pass on to kids to help them cope when life doesnèt go 
their way, including acceptance, getting away for awhile, and 
normalisation.  

 

Like everything about parenting it will take time and 
dedication but it is worth it in the long run.
