DIRECTOR OF STUDIES 
 

Year 11 and 12 Examination Block Procedures 
Parents of Year 11 and Year 12 students have received a 
letter outlining the procedures for the Examination Block 
åShutdownæ period which commences Monday 31 May. I 
reiterate the main points of the letter: 
 

1. Students should arrive at the College half an hour prior to the 
commencement of any examination, with all appropriate 
equipment for the task. 

2. Years 11 and 12 students must wear full day school uniform 
whenever they attend school throughout this examination 
period.  Even though students are not required at school 
when there is no examination, they must not arrive at school 
without wearing the correct uniform, even if they wish to visit 
a teacher for assistance. Classroom SB3 is provided as a 
supervised room for students should they wish to study in a 
quiet area, in most instances.  

3. In the event of an absence due to illness or any other 
unforeseen circumstance, the College must be informed via 
telephone so that arrangements can be made to find an 
alternative time to complete the assessment task. Students, 
upon return to school, must see the Head of Department or 
Subject Teacher so that these arrangements can be finalised. 

4. There will be no sport training during the week Monday 31 
May to Friday 4 June. However, all students must attend 
sport (as usual) on Friday 4 June for an Associated Private 
Schools (APS) Sports fixture. Training re-commences in the 
week beginning Monday 7 June. 

5. All students must return on Wednesday 9 June for the 
commencement of classes. Programs of work in Years 11 and 
12 will resume on this day. 

 

Year 9 and 10 Test Week expectations 
Year 9 and Year 10 students have received their test week 
schedule of assessment tasks. Students are required to be at 
school as usual throughout the test days, but they may find 
that some tests will run for more than one lessonès duration, 
so ånormal lessonsæ may not always apply. Some tests will 
take place in The Goda Firkins Auditorium, so it is essential 
that students are familiar with the schedule as distributed. 
 

Parents of all students in Years 9 to 12 are reminded that all 
Term Assessment schedules, and the åTest Blockæ schedules 
referred to in this article, are placed on the Saint Stephenès 
College Parent Portal. 
 

I take this opportunity to offer my best wishes to all students 
who are undertaking examinations in the next few weeks. I 
trust that the Semester One Reports reflect each studentès 
åpersonal bestæ result, and that they are proud of their 
performance over the first semester of 2010.

As I leave Saint Stephenès College to take up the position of 
Principal at Hills International College on Monday 31 May, I 
thank the entire College community for making my time at 
this school so special over the past 5 or so years. I take with 
me many fond memories of my time here, and thank 
current staff, students, and parents for their warm wishes.
