KOKODA CHALLENGE 
 

This year Saint Stephen‟s College will again enter two teams of 
four students plus one adult supervisor. Our College will join 
48 other school teams and 300 adult teams to compete in this 
gruelling event. 
 

This will be the fifth year Saint Stephen‟s College has entered 
into the competition and each team is hoping to raise $1000 
which will go directly to the Kokoda Challenge Youth Program.  
We need your help! 
 

The Kokoda Challenge is Australia‟s ultimate team event.  This 
event is a combination of endurance and mateship, as teams of 
four trek 96km of rugged terrain in 39 hours. 
 

The Kokoda Challenge Youth Program is an early intervention 
program, developed to help young people who are at a 
crossroad in their lives and who require an opportunity to 
realise their full potential.  Since its inception five years ago, 
the Kokoda Challenge Youth Program has made a difference to 
the lives of 115 young people.  In 2010 the Program will 
expand to include another 52 young people between the Gold 
Coast, Brisbane and the Tweed Branches. 
 

The Program teaches young Australians some very important 
values such as courage, sacrifice, endurance and mateship.  
The Program runs for 14 months and combines the strong 
physical component with the Spirit of Kokoda.  This has proven 
to be a winning formula. The program finishes with the trip of 
a lifetime - walking the Kokoda Track in PNG. 
 

The Kokoda Challenge Youth Program’s (KCYP) goal this 
year is to raise $700,000 
 

The 2010 Kokoda Challenge will be held on 17 – 18 July.  The 
trek commences in the Village Green at Mudgeeraba, trekking 
through the Hinterland‟s most rugged and beautiful bushland, 
including Springbrook, Beechmont, Numinbah Valley and 
finishing at the Bicycle Velodrome in White Street, Nerang. 
 

Over the next few weeks, both teams will conduct two 
fundraising activities.  The first is a Jelly Bean guessing 
competition during Week 10 of Term Two.  This will be 
located outside the canteen area during morning tea and 
lunch.
