Such a person was the author Robert Louis Stevenson. Even

though he was beeridden for much of his life with
Tuberculosis, Stevenson seemed to maintain a cheerful
outlook on things.

As you know, a person who is constantly happy even in
times of adversity, can be a pretty frustrating person for
other - more "normal” people- to be around.

That was the case for k4. Stevenson, who one day heard
her husband's ribshattering cough. In a rather uncharitable
way, she said to him, "And | suppose you still believe it's a
wonderful day?" Stevenson, turning to a window ablaze
with sunlight, said, "I do! | will never let aow of medicine
bottles block my view!"

As we think about our own lives, it is amazing how often we
have done exactly that. We get a cold and get grouchy;
something good happens to somebody else and we get
sullen and jealous. Given a few minutes togethere could
come up with quite a list of "medicine bottles" that block
the sunshine. . .

Now we should know that this is not the way that God
wants us to live. In Saint John's Gospel, we have the
recorded words of Jesus, when He said®éace | leave with
you; my peace | give to you; not as the world gives do | give
to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be
afraid’

With these words, Jesus showed that He was ready to flick
aside the "medicine bottles" of frustration and fear.

Let us strve this week to look past whatever "medicine
bottles" might be trying to obscure our view, and see
beyond to all of the incredible and wonderful things that
our loving heavenly Father has given us.
