Developing the skill of thinking creatively is quite possible
according to Dr Edward de Bonoit is not just natural ability.
Education is evolving quite rapidly, as is the world around us,
and one of the drivers is new and available technology. Access
to knowledge has already changed through access to the

Answer to the problem above: How did you go?
Most people cannot distinguish between: 6+2 = 8 and 8 =
6+2 The difference can be rather important. The addition of
6 and 2 cannot produce any answer other than 8. But 8 can
be made up of combinations other than 6 and 2 (5+3, 4+4,
7+1). Why is this important? Because people start to believe
that if you have a 'right'answer there is no need to think
further because you can never be more than right. Having the
right answer means you do not have to listen to other answers
because they can never be 'more than right'. The result is a
severe limitation on thinking. Source:

Habits of Mind

Education is about helping people develop and exercise
their intelligence and developing intelligence involves
cultivating specific hhits of mind while acknowledging that
we are all individuals. For example, consider persistence,
some of us are doggedly persistent, others are strategically
persistert and some of us are quietly persistent, others
intensely persistent and others foolishpersistent (we are all
still perfecting this habit.) Character traits are like broad
physical traits; they can be shared by many people and yet
look quite different in different individuals. For example we
all have a pair of eyes but very few pairs ofes look alike.

It is also important to acknowledge the direct link between
ability and action. We may know that we have the ability to
do certain things but
example, a person might have the capacity to make
thoughtfulde ci si on but she doesneét
she is not motivated to do so. A person may know how to
pose problems and ask
person may have the ability to be persistent but lack the will
or inclination to do so. Abiities alone are not enough.
Defining intelligence as a matter of ability without honouring
all the other elements that bring it to life, fails to bring it to
life. These are important life skills that our students need.

Successful people consider alternative points of view.
Sometimes children think that their way to solve a problem
seems to be the only way. They may decide that their
answer is the only correct answer. They are more interested
in knowing whether their aaswer is correct, rather than

being challenged to find other answers. They avoid
ambiguous situations and have a need for certainty rather
than tolerating doubt. Their minds are made up and they
resist being influenced by reasoning that contradicts their
beliefs.

As children become more flexible in their thinking they
consider another person's point of view or rationale. They
can state several ways of solving the same problem and can
evaluate the merits and consequences of two or more
courses of actionWhen making decisions they will often use
such words as "however," "on the other hand," or, "If you
look at it another way....". They change their mind in light of
convincing data, argument or rationale. Discuss with your
son/daughter how thinking flexibhaids your success in your
profession or career and describe how you handle situations
when working with others who are not flexible.
