Academic Expo (Subject Information) Evening 
We hope that you were able to make it to the information 
evening that was held on Thursday 19 August.  The night 
was designed for you and your sons/daughters to find out 
information about the Academic Programmes and subjects 
for 2011.  It was intended for students who are currently in 
Years 6, 8, 9 and 10. 
 

On the night students were able to pick up their Academic 
Courses Handbook. If you did not attend, it is important that 
your son/daughter picks up their Handbook from the Staff 
Centre Reception Area.   
 

QCS Tests 
It is less than two weeks until the QCS Tests are held.   
These will be on Tuesday 31 August and Wednesday 1 
September.  The Year 12 students are doing their final 
preparation in terms of revising and practicing exam 
techniques.  Specific tutorials have also been set up so that 
students (with the help of teachers and other students) can 
focus on building their strengths as well as addressing any 
weaknesses.   
 

It is most important that students eat well, have enough 
sleep and exercise in the lead up to these very important 
exams.  Students have had access to presentations and 
PowerPoints about these aspects of their preparation. 
 

Academic Focus 
Motivation made easy 
Get the work done properly, and the students can kick back 
with a clear conscience. Here are four steps to help your 
son/daughter achieve success for the future.   

1. Create the space 
 Whatever the living arrangements, from a homestay 

residence to living at home with parents, establish an 
area for your son/daughter to work.  Even if a desk is not 
available, restricting a small area to open his/her books 
will help to create boundaries between work and play.  

2. Ditch the distraction  
 Consider your son/daughterès working environment, and 

help him/her cut out anything that tempts from the task 
at hand, such as the television or even music. If working 
in silence is undesirable, go for tunes without vocals or 
anything so complex your son/daughter feels compelled 
to listen to; it should be background music.  No-one can 
concentrate on two things at once. Reviewing the state of 
your son/daughterès social life is also necessary. Instead of 
going out late through the week, consider staying in until 
the weekend, when she/he is free to enjoy the company 
of friends with a clear conscience. 

3. Establish a work schedule 
 Often a fear of the workload ahead is enough to tempt 

many into work-dodging habits. The run up to exams is a 
case in point, students need to prepare, be ready and 
avoid procrastination. The way forward is to break up the 
slog into more manageable sessions. So, for example, if 
faced with six hours worth of work, why not split it into 
three two-hour sessions? They will feel like they have 
achieved something faster, which is satisfying and will 
keep them going.

Career Satisfaction - Itès all about Talents and Motivation  
Hydrogen and oxygen are distinctly different elements, but 
sometimes they combine to form water. Something similar is 
true for motivation and talent. 
 

Motivation is what we LIKE to do naturally.  Talent is what 
we DO well naturally.  They can exist independently, but 
when they combine, they create something special.  They 
create motivated talents and career satisfaction.
