them? Do they feel empowered to do the work and do they know
what is expected by them in terms of rigour and accuracy?
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Teachers and the wider community at the College use many ways
to achieve these goals. In relation to Pastoral Care we have the
specifically designed Pastoral Care Programme that students from
Years 7 to 12 attend each week, students also attend year level
meetings which are run by the Heads of Year and supported by
the classroom tutors. Students in Preparatory to Year 6 participate
in various forms of the You Can Do It programme are also visited
by Head of Pastoral Care, Mr Chris Gray who also uses numerous
age appropriate programmes that focus on building students self
concept and confidence.

Having confidence and clear direction to assist in completing a
task has half the battle won. Students are supported with clear
relevant task sheets as well as specific criteria for the assessment of
the task. Students are supported in analysing these task sheets to
ensure that they know where they are heading and what it will
look like when they arrive. All these measures help students to
have confidence and purpose in their learning.

Carpark Etiquette

Thank you to the new parents and students for quickly adopting
the afternoon pickup system. A few tips to reduce your time in the
carpark will assist all users.

Firstly, the carpark in front of the Chapel is reserved for those
wishing to park and leave their car. There are three zones for
dropping or collecting students in the right hand lane around the
music centre. The Blue Zone (blue fence) is reserved for those
with surnames starting with A to H. To prevent congestion, do not
park and wait between the pedestrian crossing and the start of the
blue fence. The second zone, known as the Orange Zone, is on
the southern side of the music centre and reserved for those with
surnames starting with | to P. The zone between the two white
gum trees is called the White zone and reserved for those with
surnames Q to Z.

For those parents who like to arrive before 3.15pm and wait in the
drop zones, there is sufficient room in the orange and white zones
to park at 45° with the front of your car pointing towards the
through traffic lane. This way we can have double the number of
cars waiting with an easy exit into the through lane and reduce
congestion near the pedestrian crossing.

There is a considerable safety issue of people crossing the road in
places other than the pedestrian crossing. Mr Skehan will be
patrolling the area near the Drama room to send those considering
a short cut to the pedestrian crossing.

. How to use go card

To use a child or concession go card, your child needs only touch on at the beginning and touch off at the end of their
journey across all TransLink bus, train and ferry services. The correct fare is automatically deducted from the go card balance.

Similar to using a pre-paid mobile phone, you can store as little as $5 or as much as $200 on a go card and you can top it up
as often as you like. Top ups can be made at selected go card retailers, on fare machines at selected busway and QR stations,
at selected QR station ticket offices, on line at www.translink.com.au or over the phone on 13 12 30.

Key features of go card
Key features making go card especially suitable for school children include:

e  Registration - once registered, a go card’s travel balance can be protected if the card is lost or stolen by contacting
TransLink.
e  Auto top-up - when activated, auto top up will top up the balance of the go card once it reaches $5.
