Homework Expectations a Years 7 to 12

A document outlining the College homework expectations has
been placed on Parent Lounge and Student Cafe (along with
Term One assessment schedules), as well as being posted on
EduKate.

In general terms, the expected amount of homework can be
categorised as follows:
Year 7 & 10 minutes per subject (one hour per night)

Year 8 & 10 to 15 minutes per subject (one to one and a half
hours per night)

Year 9 & 15 to 20 minutes per subject (one and a half to two
hours per night)

Year 10 & 20 to 25 minutes per subject (two to two and a half
hours per night)

Year 11 & 25 to 30 minutes per subject (two and a half to three
hours per night)

Year 12 & 30+ minutes per subject (three hours+ per night)

These figures provide a guide for students and parents, and
includes time spent on research assignments and reading.

I trust all students are adequately prepared and focused to
produce their best work in the upcoming end of term
assessment tasks.
