Dear Parents, Staff, Students and Friends 
 

Welcome Chiba Meitoku Visitors! 
This week we welcomed students from Chiba Meitoku in Japan.  As I write this article 
the group is enjoying a day of horse riding on the Gold Coast. They are here learning 
English and integrating with our students until next Monday afternoon. Many are 
staying with Saint Stephen’s College families and I thank you for opening your homes 
to our visitors. Students in Years 7 to 10 have been great hosts and have been able to 
put their Japanese lessons to good use over the past two weeks. 
 
Australian Curriculum 
Two weeks ago I wrote to you about the new Australian Curriculum and suggested 
that certain members of the education profession might be reluctant to give grounds 
in favour of a common approach.  I am pleased to report that conversations I’ve had 
with colleagues from other schools has given me grounds to be reasonably optimistic.  
I believe most people recognise the need for the Australian Curriculum and are 
prepared to do whatever work is necessary to facilitate the process.   
The staff at Saint Stephen’s have been working for some time on our own Curriculum 
review and the refinements we have made have generally put us into a good position 
to adopt the Australian Curriculum.  I believe that the subject of History may well 
require the greatest number of changes, but we have a very competent group of 
History teachers and I am sure they will be able to more than meet the challenge. 
I look forward to keeping you informed as we all learn more about this significant 
milestone in the history of Australian education. 
 
Approaching the end of Term One 
I took the opportunity to wander around the Consolidations classrooms this week and 
I must say, I was delighted to be able to spend a little time chatting to our students.  I 
always appreciate their bright smiles, manners and enthusiasm.  While some of our 
brother and sister schools have to deal with issues such as violence in the classroom, 
abusive behaviour, and general negativity, we at Saint Stephen’s College are able to 
focus on creating positive opportunities for students in our care.  None of this would 
have come about were it not for the hard work of staff and parents who have worked 
co-operatively since the foundation of the College.  I know we take these things for 
granted, but we really should be grateful for what we have and we are determined to 
use this positive culture as a platform for future developments.
